This process is being guided by the Douglas Master Plan Committee with
support from the Central Massachusetts Regional Planning Commission.

The Master
Plan Committee is dedicated to ensuring that every member of the community has the
opportunity to have their voice heard on how they envision the future of Douglas.

Following minimal participation from the under-18 age group in the town-wide survey, a
new survey was developed just for Douglas youth. The 9-question online survey was
given to Douglas High School students in February 2025 to seek input on how the town's
teens would like to see the town and schools improved.
