Bob Brazeau called the meeting to order. 

1. (0:15 TS) Animal Regulations, Sub-Committee applicants – Possible vote
There were residents that voiced their displeasure with the animal inspector and claimed he is not doing his job.  The board stated that he is very part-time on a minimal stipend and only addresses complaints.  Cory Howard explained to the public residents that these regulations are not to harm the right to have animals but to help them be able to have them. 
They have 12 candidates for the sub-committee and they discussed the amount of members that should make up the sub-committee.  The board members went through the candidates to pick 7 people.
(50:10 TS) Motion for the Board of Health members to each vote on seven people for the sub-committee and the highest 7 of all the votes of the 12 candidates will make up the sub-committee to come up with the regulations, made by Dave Balbi, 2nd by Dick Skinner.  The vote passed unanimously.

· Zoning
· Maximum number of animals
· What constitutes a nuisance violation
· Where permits will be needed if at all
· A census of the animals
· Animal inspections in general
· Resources, education and outreach
